INTRODUCTION

Submitted for your consideration is the proposed Fiscal Year 2019 budget for the City of
Harrisonville. The annual budget for FY 2019, as proposed, represents the administrative and
financial plan for the City of Harrisonville. This budget is the product of a comprehensive team
effort of the municipal organization.

Department heads submitted requests to meet the overall department responsibilities and capital
requests. Departmental submissions were reviewed, streamlined, and adjusted during individual
department review by the Department Director, Finance Director and City Administrator in an
effort to balance financial constraints and service delivery mandates. This process has been
thorough in order to maintain cost effective delivery of City services, but does not end with
adoption of the budget document. The 2019 budget presents a balanced program of services and
cost control measures, which will be monitored throughout the year to provide the quality
programs and services important to the citizens of Harrisonville.

This document begins with an outline of the proposed Fiscal Year 2019 budget in summary. First,
is presented a proposed balanced budget for the entire Fiscal Year 2019 across all funds. Next,
will be an outline of each fund including request for capital purchases, objectives as proposed,
and operating transfers recommended. Finally, is the detail line item report that includes actuals
for 2018, 2016, & 2017 along with the 2018 adopted budget, 2018 year-to-date actuals, and
proposed 2019 budget.



DISCUSSION

Harrisonville is a full service city that offers services including Police, Fire, Emergency Services
(Ambulance), Streets, Storm Water Management, Airport, Solid Waste Services, Electric, Water
and Sewer services along with an expansive Parks system. The following table is a summary of
projected revenue compared to expenditures for each fund showing revenue equaling
expenditures in each fund. The expenditures include operations and planned capital purchases
presented with each division and fund. Also included are any projected increases in insurance
costs, retirement costs, and other general operating costs to maintain benefits and service levels.

The table above, presents a complete balanced budget as required by Missouri State Statute.
There is projected money available in General Fund designated for capital projects and/or
operating transfers as needed to other funds. The Electric and CWSS funds have sufficient
operating revenues over expenses to cover capital requests. The remaining funds use fund
balance or include an operating transfer from other funds to cover the shortages. The Community
Center Fund now includes the Park Sales Tax that was previously presented in Fund 12, Sales
Tax Fund. The Board of Alderman took action in Fiscal Year 2018 to eliminate the Sales Tax
Fund that recorded collection of the Park Sales Tax and the transfer to debt service to make the
Community Center bond payment. The next several pages outline individual funds showing the
revenue sources and proposed expenditures.



GENERAL FUND

Let’s begin with the General Fund, the general operating fund for the City. General Fund includes
all basic operations for the City to function. Divisions are listed with the proposed expenditures
for the fiscal year in the following table.

There are other revenue sources
including licenses and permits, charges for services, administrative fees, court costs and fines, a
small amount of interest income and the School Resource Officer funding, as well. The following
table outlines the revenue sources for General Fund.

The City generates more revenue than operating expenditures. The above table only includes
operating revenues and does not reflect the use of fund balance needed to cover capital and
transfers out. There is no current dedicated source of revenue for capital projects or equipment
for operations. The additional $421,855 revenue over expenditures is recommended to be used
to fund capital projects and equipment requested. Operating transfers out include $239,860 to
the Park Fund to support our park system and $453,180 to Emergency Services to support fire
and ambulance.



Projected Capital Expenditures

The following table outlines the recommended Capital items and transfers from General Fund for
capital purchases to other funds. The table lists each item or project with the projected costs.
This utilizes the available revenue projection of $421,855 plus use of fund balance in the amount

of $1,363,540.

Fund Balance

Fiscal Year 2019 projected beginning fund balance is $5,575,276 based upon receipt and
expenditure of the revised Fiscal Year 2018 budget. The City does not currently have a formal
adopted fund balance policy. The last several years the recommendation is to maintain fifty
percent of operating expenditures in fund balance. To achieve this goal for 2019, the ending
undesignated fund balance projection needs to be $3,523,070. However, if we factor in six
months of Park and Emergency Services with General Fund, this is not enough fund balance to
meet the recommended six months as a reserve.

ENTERPRISE FUNDS

Enterprise funds are funds that operate most like a business. These funds are service-based
funds and the revenue is generated by user rates. The user rates are set to be sufficient to meet
all operational and debt costs for the fund. The three funds included in this section are the Refuse,
Electric and CWSS Funds. The Aquatic Center Fund is also considered an Enterprise Fund,
however, it is presented along with the other two Park funds.

REFUSE FUND

The Fiscal Year 2019 Refuse Fund budget is proposed as a balanced budget. In 2017, requests
for proposals were completed and a new trash collection provider selected. There was an
increase in the cost of each residential pickup with the award of a new contract in 2018. The
2018 budget included this increase. There is no further increase in cost projected in the 2019
Refuse Fund budget. The service provided has met expectations.

The refuse collection fee covers the cost of the contract for trash and recycle collection service,
the Household Hazardous Waste program, and, beginning in 2016, the City-Wide Cleanup event.
The City-Wide Cleanup event has a successful addition to the refuse services provided. In 2018,
the Administrative Service Charge was recalculated with a 7.5% allocation to Refuse compared
to 20% in prior years. This is based on the utility service bills including refuse, CWSS, and electric
charges. The 2019 budget maintains the revised calculation for Administrative Service Charge.

The projected cash balance for year ending 2018 is $37,778 based on 100% collection of charges
included in the budget and expenditures exactly meeting budget. The 2019 proposed budget
does not increase the cash reserve for the fund. Based on 50% of annual expenditures, the cash
reserve balance needs to be $296,895. It will take a significant increase in revenue over
expenditures to increase the cash balance to this level. The table on the following page is a
summary of revenue compared to expenses for Fiscal Year 2019.

ELECTRIC FUND

The 2019 Electric Fund Budget is presented as a balanced budget using $61,410 from reserve
for truck purchases and maintaining the increase in the tree trimming division for contract services
for tree trimming. The trimming program is expected to increase reliability of services and reduce
outages related to downed tree limbs. The 2018 Budget included a rate study that will be
presented to the Board upon completion. There is no projected increase in electric sales revenue
nor is there a proposed increase in electric rates.

Debt in the Electric Fund is nearly paid in full. There is a payment in 2019 of $246,375 and the
final payment in 2020 is $261,250.

The 2019 proposed budget includes $199,500 in capital equipment requests for trucks,
transformers, lighting and cameras for the substations. These items were discussed during
Budget Work Sessions with the Board of Aldermen and are included in the detail pages.

There are no changes in staff levels and no proposed increase in water or
sewer rates at this time. Staff will continue to monitor expenses compared to revenue throughout
the year. Over the past several years there has been a trend of less water consumption with the
use of more efficient appliances and through conservation measures. The following table is a
history of rates. Rates have not changed since 2016.

PARK FUND

The Park Fund continues to be a “maintenance fund” with few changes from the previous (current-
2018) budget year. Some of the key points are listed below:

REVENUE

Real Estate Taxes have increased by $3,910 over the current budget and $6,250 increase

over the current budget in total taxes.
Recreation Programs has decreased by approximately $4,000. With the second year of

competitive baseball, the “actual participation level” is now budgeted. Expenses were
reduced as well, so the overall net is close to the same. The overall sports program
numbers remain the same.

Transfer in from General Fund revenue is necessary for operations of the Park Fund
(traditionally), as well as for the purchase of a Boom Mower for $20,000, Aquatic Weed
treatment for $25,000 and $7,500 for a Flash Cam Crime Deterrent camera for City Park.
Total transfer in from the General Fund is $256,680. This is an increase of $7,500 over
last year.

EXPENSE

There is a decrease in the salaries line item because we did not replace a full time position
(Gideon Lockett) and part of that salary percentage was coming out of Parks. The rest of
the positions in maintenance remain the same.

Other Contractual increased by $20,024. There is a $25,000 increase with the addition of
the Aquatic Weed removal process. There is also an increase in the July 4™ fireworks by
$1,000, but there is a decrease in sports contractual services, which is subtracted from
this line item increase. Competitive Baseball numbers are lower with “actual participation
level” revealed from the first year.

Machinery & Equipment budget increased by $27,500, which includes the replacement of
the Boom Mower at $20,000 and addition of the Flash Cam security camera for Parks at
$7,500.

Bottom line for the Park Fund is <0>.

AQUATIC CENTER FUND

The Aquatic Center Fund (Outdoor Pool) is also in a maintenance mode with little change on
expenses. However, there is a recommended increase in the Family pass, from $3 to $4 dollars,
which is the same fee as our Day Care Pass. Other fees remain the same as last year. Also,
$10,040 from the Park Board Directed Reserve is budgeted up front in order to balance this fund
for 2019.

As previously stated to the Board of Alderman by staff, the Park Board Directed Reserve funding
is getting towards the end, with approximately $6,000 remaining for 2019. However, this amount
may be less with the necessary repairs to the Outdoor Pool in 2018. The Aquatic Fund is
dependent on good weather, along with no major maintenance issues, which is difficult to project
with a 21 year old pool.

REVENUE

e Revenue is projected by looking at the last few years’ average and taking into account the
year to date actual. Total increase for the pool use fee is $2,600 over last year.

e Miscellaneous Income was increased by $5,225 with the growth of the AquaCats Swim
Team and sponsorships.

e Transfer from Reserve is the same as last year at $10,040. This is the Park Board
Directed Reserve which has been used in the past to balance the budget at year end. It
is placed in the proposed 2019 operational budget in order to produce a balanced budget




projection. The amount remaining in the Park Board Directed Reserve after the 2019
budget year is approximately $6,000.

EXPENSE

e Part-time salaries increased by $1,000 with “actual use” of lifeguards in 2018. Overtime
was reduced to zero with the addition of lifeguard regular hours. Staff will work to use
regular staff hours versus overtime pay.

e Utilities ran high in 2017 at approximately $30,000. The actual was lower this year
(estimated $25,000 year end) but staff is budgeting the utilities at the same level as the
2017 actual to be safe.

¢ The remaining expenses are close to last year’s numbers.

Bottom line for the Aquatic Center Fund (Outdoor Pool) is <0>.

COMMUNITY CENTER FUND

The Community Center Fund is also in “maintenance mode”. Membership has held steady in
2018. There is no fee increase budgeted for Fiscal Year 2019 and membership rates are
consistent with the metro average for Community Centers.

REVENUE

e The Park Sales Tax is now distributed into the Community Center Fund. The Bond
payment will come out of the Community Center Fund, which is $839,830. This leaves
$182,145 going into operations, which is a consistent amount as compared to previous
years.




o Annual Memberships are budgeted the same as last year, along with the entire Charge
for Services category. This projection is based on YTD actual and year end projections.

e Summer Camp has increased in numbers this year and projecting a $24,650 increase for
2019, based on 2018 actuals.

o Before and After School will increase by $28,500, based on 2018 projections.

¢ Youth Volleyball will increase by $3,900 based on growth in this program.

e Transfer from Other Funds was increased to $80,000 with the recommendation of $60,000
to repair the front entrance of the Community Center, and, $20,000 for the purchase of a
van or small school bus for Day Camp transportation.

e The Debt Service Fund Balance for 2019 is approximately $240,000. As the Park Board
is aware, the Fund Balance has been used in the past for emergency funds needed.
However, the Fund Balance is mainly reserved to assist in the final bond payment for the
Community Center, in 2022.

EXPENSE

e Personnel Services increased by $18,860 with an increase in part-time staff from the
Summer Day Camp and Before and After School Program growth. Revenues offset this
increase. Salaries also increased from employee annual increases and benefits. In
addition, an hourly increase is included for the Front Desk and Morning Lifeguard facility
openers. No additional full-time positions were added.

e Computer Equipment has been added this year with an increase of $1,250 over last year.

e Administrative Fee under Office Facilities and Service has increased by $5,700 for 2019.

e Also under Other Charges is the Transfer to Debt Service. As stated above, the $839,830
is the bond payment for the Community Center. The last payment will be in 2022.

e Capital Outlay under Administration shows $20,000 for the Day Camp Van or Bus.

e Aquatic Center expenses are close to the same as last year.

o Recreation Programs Personnel Services (salaries) increase by $9,215 with the addition
increase in Day Camp and Before and After School programs.

o Equipment and Equipment Maintenance has some funding that can be used for accessible
fithess equipment for the disabled. The exact kind of equipment will be determined by
asking future users of this equipment.

e Buildings and Grounds Capital Projects shows $60,000, which is for the repair and
replacement of the front entrance of the Community Center.

Bottom line for the Community Center Fund is <0>.

EMERGENCY SERVICES FUND

The Fiscal Year 2019 proposed budget for Emergency Services is presented as a balanced
budget with revenue meeting expenditures with a transfer of operations from General Fund in the
amount of $453,180. This is just for operations and does not include any capital items. The
requested capital items total $433,000 and is presented as a transfer from General Fund to

provide for these capital purchases.

Revenue is generated through the public safety sales tax, charges for services, and some
miscellaneous income for sales of surplus equipment and educational classes offered.
Expenditures are operational costs including personnel, supplies, and maintenance just to name

a few.

Capital Outlay: $433,000 is requested for capital that includes an ambulance, a lease payment

on a fire truck and several other items listed in the detail pages and in the table below.
